CHAPTER 158.
[Publiéhod March 23, 1869.]

AN ACT to provide sgainst deficieney in the revenues of the state.
The peaple of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do-enact as follows :

SzorioN L. Whenever it shall appear at the time
preacribed by law for the apportiopment of the annual
state tax, among the several counties of this state, that
the appropriationa made.by the.legislature and by ex-
isting laws exceed the amount of state tax levied to
medt ¢he expenses of the year. for which such tax was

“levied, it shall be.the duty of the secretary of state to

levy and apportion such additional amount as may be
necessary, in connection with the ameunt previously,
provided for, to meet all.authorized demands upon the
treasary of the state, up to such time as the succeeding
staté tax shall be due and payable.

SeomioN 2. The secretary of state shall make a
statement; and include the same in his annual report to
the governor, showing the gmount of tax levied as
provaded above, and the estimates upon which such
addjtional tax was based, which statement shall be
placed an record in his office and published in. his
ananal report, '

. SeerioN.3. Thisaet shall take effect and be in force
