The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do.enact ae follows : 

SECTION 1. Any person or persons in this state setting  guns 
who shall hereafter set any gun, pistol or revolver, or Pmhibited * 

any other firearms, for the purpose of killing deer or 
any other game, or for any other purpose, shall be 
'deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction 
shall be fined in a sum not exceeding fifty dollars, and 
shall be imprisoned in the county jail of the proper 
county for a term of not less than twenty days. 

SECTION 2. Any justice of the peace shall have ju- 
risdiction to hear, try and determine any action arising utn etior viola: 
under this act, and it shall be the duty of all county tion of act. 

and town officers to prosecute for any violation of this 
act which shall come to their knowledge.

It shall not be deemed necessary to return a 
copy of the index of said returns, unless specially re-
quired by the secretary of state.
