AN ACT authorizing towns containing villages not incorporated; to
provide a lock-up or place of confinement for the safe keeping
and detention of drunken amd dther disorderly persons on
the streets of any such villages not incerporated.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTION'1. Any town containing any village not May restrain
incorporated, may enact such regulations as may be drinkenness.
necessary to restrain all disorderly conduct within the
villages arising from drunkennessor otherwise.

SEcTION 2. Any person deemed guilty of such dis- Penaity im-
orderly condmct shall, on complaint of any person P®°
aggrieved, be examined before any justice of the peace
of any such town, and upon conviction thereof, be fined
in a sum not less than one dollar nor more than twen-
ty-five dollars and all costs arising from such complaint
and trial, without process first issuing
