AN AQCT to amend seqti.pns 48 and 102 of chapter 155 of the gen-
eral laws of 1863, enfitled “‘an act to codify the laws of this
state relating to eommon schools.”

The people of the state of Wisoonsin, represented n senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SEcTION 1. Section forty-three of chapter one hun-
dred and fifty-five of the general laws of 1863 is here- -
by amended by adding to the first clause of said sec-
tion the following words: “and it shall be the duty of
the district clerk to classify those children who from
defect of vision or of heaning or of intellect, (under
the heads of bling, deaf and dumb and idiotic), are in-
capacitated for instruction in:the common schools, and
report the same to the state superintendent, who shall
publish the same in his annual report.”

SECTION 2. Section one hundred and two of chap-
ter one hundred and fifty-five of the general laws of
1868 is hereby amended by inserting after the word,
“ geography,” in the fourth line, the words, “and con-

-gtitution of the United States and of the state of Wis-
.gonain.”

SeczioN 8. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
