perfornted by any justice of the peace of said county.

SkcTION 2. id coroner shall be entitled to the
same fees for seid services as justices of the peace are
or may be by law entitled to in such cases.

facilitating researches of visitors, and in-effecting liter-

.ary exchanges and for supplying such. pub}iq libraries
w2 in the state as are by law entitled to copies of state
*" -publications; to be bound in ¢loth and properly let-

tered; and, that the same number ‘of supplementary
catalogues be published in pamphlet form, on the same
quality of paper, stitched dnd covered, not oftener than
every two years thereafter. '
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.SECIION 2. Section 1 of chapter 185 of the general Amended.
laws of 1866, providing for the publication of the so- :
ciety’s reports.and collections (e, and) is hereby amend-
ed, so that instead of publishing a yearly part of 150
pages, a volume of not exceeding 500 pages, be printed
not oftener than every two years, commencing: in the
year 1872, to be bound in ejoth and properly ?et_tered;
