PREAMBLE.

WHREREAY, The legislature of this state, at its annual
session for the year 1870, fpmposed and adopted by
a vote of the majority of the members elected to
each of the two houses, an amendment to the con-
stitution of this state in the following language :

Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That
article four of the constitution be amended by ad-
ding thereto two other sections. which shall read as
follows: Section 31. The legislature is prohibited
from enacting any special or private laws in the fol-
lowing cases: 1st. For changing the names of per-
sons or constituting. one person the heir-at-law of
another. 2d. For laying “out, opening or altering
highways, except in cases of state roads extendin
into more than one county, and military roads to ai
in the 'construction of which lands may be granted
by congress, 8d. For authorizing persons to keep
ferries across streams, at points wholly within this
state. 4th. For 'authoriz'm% the sale or mortgage of
real or personal property of minors or Gthers under
disability. . 5th, For locating orchanging any county
seat. 6th. For assessment or collection of taxes, or
for extending the time for the collection thereof
7th. For granting. corporate powers or ;ir:v;ihge‘s,
except to cities. 8th, For authonizing ,ap%qx_'-
tionment of any part of the school fund. 9th. Fo
incorporating any town or village, or to amend the
