AN ACT to authorize tire commissioners of school and university
.. lands to loan thetrust funds to echaol districts for the purpose
of building schoo] buildings thereio.

The people of thestate of Wrisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

‘ScrioN 1. The commissioners of school and uni-
versity lands are hereby authorized to loan to any

.school district in the state, for the purpose of erecting

school buildings, and for no other purpose, out of the
school, university or normal school funds in their
charge and under their control, and for such term or
terms of time, not exceeding ten years, as may be
agreed upon, a sum of money which, together with all
the other indebtedness of said district, shall not exceed
five per cent. of the assessed valuation of the real pro-
perty in any such school district, and not exceedingin
any case ten thousand dollars, at the legal rate of in-
terest of seven per cent. per annum, and upon such
evidence of indebtedness as said commissioners shall
prescribe and require, and all such loans shall be made
payable in equal annual instalments, from and after the
time fixed by-said commissioners, with interest payable
annually thereon in advance.
