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CHAPTER 5.
[Published Fobruary 4, 1871.]

AN ACT to suthorize the appoiotmeént of plionogrephiv reporters
for the circuit courts for the counties of Rock, Green and Jeffer-
son, in the twelfth judicial circuit.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as jollows :

SectioN 1. It shall be lawfu! for the judge of the May appoint
circuit courts for the counties of Rock, Green and Jef- f,“;;‘{,‘{?m
ferson, in the twelfth judicial circuit, to appoint one or
more phonographic reporters for each of said courts,
who sﬁall be sworn ofticers of said courts, and shall be
skilled in the art of short hand reporting, one of whom
shall attend upon the said courts respectively, at each
term thereof, when required by such court or the judge
thereof so to do, and shall discharge such duties as the
court or judge may direct.

SeorioN 2. The phonographic reporters shall be al- Their compen-
lowed such daily compeunsation as shall be fixed by the ®aton-
judge of the court, not exceeding ten dollars per day
for each day’s aftendance upon such court, when re-
quired by the judge thereof to attend, which shall be
certified, audited and paid in like mannuer as is provid-:
ed by law for the payment of the sheriff for attending
upon the court: provided, that but'one such reporter
only shall be employed at the same time.

ECTION 8. In addition tothe above compensation, May charge for
the phonographic reporters may charge and collect as “°P**
fees, ten cents per folio, (of one hundred words) for
making and furnishing transcripts of their short-hand
notes of the testimony and other proceedings of the
court in the trial of any action, to be paid by the party
requiring such transcripts to be made, except in tke tr1-
als of criminal cases, wheu the court may in its discretion,
order such transcripts to be made, and then the costs

. for the same shall be certified, audited and paid for in

" the same manner as the reporter’s per diem compensa-
tion. In such case the reporter's notes shall be written
out in full and filed with the clerk of the court.
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SecrioN 4. The judge of the said courts may in
his discretion, remove such reporters or either or any
of them, and may fill any vacancy caused by such re-
moval, or from any other cause.

SectioN 6. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 6.
[Published February 9, 1871.]

AN LCT to amend section 8.of chapter 82 of the general laws of
1863, entitled * an act for the protection of boarding house keep-
ers, and of livery stable keepers.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows : :

Secrion 1. Section 3 of chapter 89 of the general .
laws of 1863 is hereby amended so as to read as fol-
lows: The keepers of a livery stable or boarding sta-
ble, or any person keeping or pasturing any stock shall
have a lien upon the horses, mules, cattle or other stodk
kept by any such keeper or person, for the amount of
the costs and charges of keeping, sapporting and care
thereof, ,

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force frcm and after4its passage.
