AN ACT to protect and encourage the raisiug of sheep, and dis-
ooursge the raising of dogs.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen- 1
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. It shall be the duty of the assessor of personsowning
each town, city or incorporated village, on or beforethe 398® tobe list-
first Monday in July, or at the time he is required by
law to make the assessment of such town, city or in-
corporated village, to annunally make out aud return to
the office of the clerk of such town, city or village, a
list of the names of each and every persoh owning or
keeping any dog or dogs in the town, city orincorporated
village of which he is assessor, together with the num-
ber and sex of such dogs owned or kept by such per-
sons set’ opposite their respective names, which list
sball be separate from his'assessment roll, and shall be
headed, *lst of persons owning or keeping dogs liable
to be licensed.”

SeorioN 2. It shall be the duty of the clerk of clerk t6 make
each town, city or incorporated village to make out g coPY of Ust.
fair copy of such list as retarned by the assessor, and
to place a sum equal to two dollars for every male dog
and three [dollars] for every female dog, in a separate
column prepared for that purpose, opposite the respect-
ive names of the persons owning, harboring or keeping
such dogs, and shall deliver the same to the treasurer
of his town, city or incorporated village, on or before
the second Monday of December in each year.

In case any person shall refuse or neg-
lect for the space of five days after being demanded,
to pay the license imposed on him, by reason of own-
ing, harboring or keeping any dog or dogs, the treas-
urer shall proceed to collect the same in the same man-
ner as provided for the collection of town and county
taxes. .

SecrioN 1. The board of trustees of the Wiscon- May convey
sin Hospital for the Insane, through their president, H82t of war.
are hereby authorized and empowered to convey to the
Baraboo Air Line Railroad, its successors or assigns,
the right of way through the land belonging to said
institution.

SecTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage.
