AN ACT to authorize the purchase of a tract of land for the Wis-
consin Institute for the Education of the Deaf and Dumb.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows : -

My purchase SecrioN 1. The trustees of the Wisconsin Insti-
1and. tute for the Education of the Deaf and Dumb, are
hereby authorized and empowered to purchase for the
use of said institute the tract of land lying in a south-
erly direction from said institute, about eighty rods
distance therefrom, containing about ten acres, for a
sum not exceeding fifteen hundred dollars: provided,
said sum can be properly saved for that purpose {from
the amount appropriated for current expenses for said
institute for the present year.
SectioN,2. This act shall take effect and be in
“force from and after its passage.
