AN ACT authorizing the redemption in certain cases of school 
and university and agricultural college lands sold for the non-
payment of interest or taxes. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

May be redeem- SECTION 1. Every tract of school and university 
ed. 	and agricultural college land hereafter sold by the state 
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for the non-payment of interest or taxes, may be re-
deemed by the former owner thereof, at any time with-
in ninety days from the date of said sale, upon present-
ation to the commissioners of school and university 
lands, of satisfactory proof that such tract was at the 
time of sale, in whole or in part, under cultivation, or 
adjoined a tract partly cultivated, belonging to such 
former owner, and used in connection with, and upon 
depositing with the state treasurer, for the use of the 
purchaser at such sale, the amount paid by him for 
such land, with twenty-five per cent. of the amount 
paid for tr.xes, interest and costs, and every certificate 
issued upon such sales hereafter made, shall Iv: subject 
to the right of redemption ;...bove provided for, whether 
it be expressed in the certificate or not.
