AN ACT to authorize and provide a re-survey and re-platting of 
the village of Montello, and the additions thereto. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. The president and board of trustees ofgaY InarvIre.  - 
the village of Montello, in Marquette county, are laze! 
hereby authorized and empowered to make or cause to 
be made a re-survey and a re-platting of the village 
plat of North Montello and the additions thereto, 
in said village of Montello, or as much thereof as 
the said village authorities shall think proper, and 
cause the plat thus made to be recorded in the office 
of the register of,deeds in said Marquette county. 

Szorforf 2. The said village plat, with a certificate tat!1 be a legal 
of the surveyor who made the survey thereof, and the P  
certificate of the village officers aforesaid, attested by 
the village clerk, attached thereto, and properly re-
corded as aforesaid, shall be held to be a legal plat of 
the lands thus platted, for all purposes whatever. 

SECTION 8. The full expenses for survey, platting shall levy ape-
and recording contemplated and provided for in this sapanset."57  
act, shall be paid by said village of Montello as now 
incorporated ; and the proper authorities of said village 
are hereby authorized to levy a special tax upon the 
property of said village of Montello for that purpose.
