AN ACT to authorize the town of Mineral Point to settle and
compromise its rallroad bond indebtedness.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assm{l;ly, do enact as follows :

For the purpose of compromising and May compro-
settling the claims for mﬁrorgd indebtedness against the Dond Idevted-
town of Mineral Point, based and founded upon bonds "**
heretofore issued by the town of Mineral Point to aid
