CHAPTER 209. 

[Published March 29, 1878.] 

AN ACT to repeal chapter four hundred and thirty of the private 
and local laws of 1870, entitled "an act to authorize the town 
of Ahnepee, in the county of Kewaunee, to issue the bonds of 
said town to aid in the construction of a harbor at the mouth 
of Ahnepee river." 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Chapter four hundred and thirty of the RePealed• 
private and local laws of 1870, entitled "an act to author- 
ize the town of Ahnepee, in the county of Kewaunee, 
to issue the bonds of said town to aid in the construc-
tion of a harbor at the mouth of Ahnepee river," is 
hereby repealed. 

SzorroN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.

preceding year, which returns shall show : 

1st. Date of conveyance. 
2d. A. short description of the land sold, and the 

quantity thereof. 
SI The consideration stated in the deed. 
4th. The assessed value of the property, as shown by 

the last assessment roll.
