CHAPTER 33.
[Published February 18, 1873

AN ACT to amend chapter three hundred and forty-four of the
general laws of 1860, entitled “ an act to amend sectirn fifteen
of chapter one hundred and eighty-three of the revised statutes,
entitled (an act) ‘ of offenses cognizable before justices of the
peace.’”

The peopls of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1.  Section fifteen of chapter one hundred
and eighty-three of the revised statutes as amended by
chapter ‘three hundred and forty-four, of the general
laws of 1860, is hereby amended by inserting after the
word, “lakes,” in the second line of said section, the
words, *‘ bayous, backwaters and sloughs, so that said
section, when so amended, shall read asfollows: Sec-
tion 156, Itshall not be lawful for any person or per-
sons to draw or use any seine or net in any of the in-
land lakes, baycus, backwaters or sloughs situated
within the limits of this state, except Silver Lake, in
Sheboygan county, for the purpcse of taking or catch-
ing fish : prom'alz , such lake, bayou, backwater or
slough shall contain an area of less than twelve square
miles.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
