The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTIoN 1. In any action brought by husband and May recover
wife to recover damages for any injury to the person “"
of the wife by or through the act, procurement or neg-
ligence of the defendant, or for which the defendent is
liable, it shall be competent for the plaintiffs to claim
in the complaint, and tLereupon to recover in the ver-
dict and judgmeut in such action, all such damages as
the husband and the wife might by separate actions
have heretofore recovered for such injury.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication. ¢
