SecrioN 1. The resolution of the board of super- sct of boara
visors of Jefferson county at their annual session in O thpervieors
the year 1873, detaching sectious 31, 82, 33, 84, 85 and
86, of township No. six, north of range fourteen east,
in said county of Jefferson, from the town of Jefferson,
and attaching the same to the town of Koshkonong, is .

hereby declared valid, and the said sections of land are
hereby detached from said town of Jefferson and added
to and made a part of the town of Koshkonong, for all
purposes whatever, but that portion of the bonded in-
debtedness of said town of Jefferson, created in aid of
railroads, and now outstanding, which is properly and
justly chargeable to the said six sections of land so de-
tached, and the inhabitants and owners of propert
thereon to be ascertained frcm assessed valuations, shall
remain a lien upon, be chargeable to, and collected
from said six sections and the inhabitauts and taxable
property thereon, the same as though said territory had
remained a part of the town of Jefferson.

SecTION 2. Whenever said indebtedness, or any
part thereof, shall become due and payable, aud prior
to the levy of the same upon said town of Jefferson,
the town clerk of said town shall each year in which
any such tax is to be collected, apply to the clerk of
said town of Koshkonong for a certificate of the intal
valuation of the real and personal property within said
six sections, as appears from the assessment roll of said
town of Koshkonong for that year, whose duty it shall
be to give such certificate, and the clerk of said town
of Jefferson shall therenpon apportion and certify to
the clerk of the town of Koshkonong the propertion
of said indebtedness to be collect=d that year, charge-
able to said six sections and the property aod inhab-
itants thereon, as ascertained by him from the aggre-
gate assessment of the whole town of Jefferson, and
said territory so detached and the taxable property
thereon, and the clerk of the town of town of Kosh-
konong shall, at the time of making his annual tax
list, levy and place the said sum or proportion so cer-
tified to him in the tax list asa tax upon said property,
real and personal, embraced within said six sections,
and when collected, the treasurer of the town of Kosh-
konong shall pay the same over to the party owning
the indebteduess so colleeted.

SectioN 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
