CHAPTER 158.

AN ACT to authorize W. A. Talboys and H. H. Hanscom to
maintain a dam on north fork of Clam river, in Barron county

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

Authorlzedto ~ SecTioN 1. W. A. Talboys and H. H. Hanscom,
their beirs and assigns are hereby autborized to main-
tain and keep up & dam across the north fork of Clam
river at a point on the santheast quarter of the north-
east quarter of section number five (3), in township
numbered thirty-seven (37), range fourteen (14), west,
provided, that such dam shall not raise the water to
exceed ten feet.

Bulld slides, SkEcCTION 2. The uforesaid persons, their heirs and

) assigns, shall build suitable slides in said dam for run-
ning logs, timber and lumber over the same, and shall
keep the same in repair. The same shall be kept open
at all times when the river is in a driving stage, and
there are logs, timber or lumber to run over said dam
and when it is not necessary to hold the water back for
the purpose of driving or flooding logs, timber or lum-
ber below the dam for which purpose flood gates shall
be kept in repair, and built 1n such manner as to be
shut or opened as the case may require to flood the
said logs, timber or lumber.

for the term ot ten years.

or assigns, shall have completed the said dam as afore-
said they are hetreby authorized and empowered to re-
ceive and collect from the owners of all logs, timber
and lumber passing over such slides or driven by the
aid of such dam, us a compensation for keeping and
maintaining such dam, the sum of ten cents per thou-
sand feet board measure, the amount to be ascertained
