AN ACT to amend the charter of the city of Fort Howard. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, 2.T-resented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEarioN 1. Section ten of ehapter five of an act to Assessment 
incorporate the city of Fort Howard, approved March limited. 
14, 1873, is hereby amended by adding at the end of 
said section, "and in addition thereto, a sum ilot ex-
ceeding four mills on the dollar valuation for ward 
purposes." 

SECTION 2. Section four of chapter seven of said street main. 
city charter is hereby so amended by adding at the end 
of said section : "And provided, further, that nothing 
herein contained shall be so construed as to include all 
necessary repairs on streets that have been already im• 
proved, but such repairs shall be a charge on the ward 
in which the same are performed."
