AN ACT to amend section 20 and repeal sections 3,5, 6, 7, 9,10
11, 12, 13, 15 and 16 of chapter 155, of the general laws of 1871,
entitled * an act to create the office of statq commissioner of
iltlnmig;ntion, to provide for the same, and define the duties
thereof.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. Section 20 of chapter 155, of the gen-
eral laws of 1871, is hereby amended so as to read as
follows: “ There is hereby annually appropriated out
of any money in the general fund not otherwise appro-

riated, a sum not exceeding twenty-five hundred dol-
ars, to pay the salary of said commissioner and defray
the expenses aunthorized to be incurred by this act.
The expenses of the commissioner under this act shall
not in any one year exceed the amount appropriated
tor such year for the payment of such expenses.”

SkcTION 2. Sections 8, 5, 6, 7 9, 10, 11, 12, 13,
15 and 16, of said chapter 155 of the general laws of
1871, are hereby repealed.

SectioN 3. This act shall take effect and be in force
and after its passage and publication.
