CHAPTER 345.

AN ACT to repeal chapter 185 of the general laws of 1868, en-
titled “an act to provide for the visitation of the state’s prison
and the charitable, benevolent and reformatory institutions of
the state, and all acts amendatory thereof.”

The people of the stats of Wisconsin, represented tn senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. Chapter 165 of the general laws of ¢hap. 165,
1868, entitled “an act to provide for the visitation of feperal lews of
the state’s prison, and the charitable, benevolent and
reformatory institutions of the state,” and all acts
amendatory thereof, are hereby repealed.

SecrioN 2. This actshall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
