AN ACT relating to the publication of delinquent tax lists. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 

Newspaper 	SEcrioN 1. It shall be unlawful for any county must have bees 
publishpd one treasurer to publish a list of land for non-payment of rear , 	 taxes, or for any county clerk to publish a hat of lands 

for redemption in any newspaper that has not been 
regularly and continuously published, in the English 
language, in the county where said lands are situated, 
once in each week for one year previous to the time 
fixed by law for the publication of said lists: provided, 
that this act shall not affect the publication of said 
lists, when made in any other paper than one pub-
lished in the English language, made in accordance 
with the provisions of chapter 200 of the general laws of 
1873; and provided further, that the provisions of 
this act shall not apply to any county in which there 
has been no newspaper established and published for 
one year prior to the date of said lists. 

Penalty, and 	SECTION 2. Any treasurer or clerk who shall vio- onforeement 
late the provisions of this act shall be liable to any 
publisher on his official bond, for double the amount 
of damage sustained by any such publisher, by reason 
of such violation, to be recovered by such publisher in 
an action at law. 

SECTION 3. All acts or parts of acts contravening 
the provisions of this act are hereby repealed.
