Skctiox 1. The mayor and common council ot the Common coun.
vity of Appleton, shall have power and are hereby bonds.”
authorized to fund the corporate indebtedness of said
city, and for that purpose to issue the bonds of said
city to an amount not exceeding ten thousand.dollars
principal, with interest-coupons annexed, of a suffi-
cient amount to equal all interest that may accrue on
said bonds.

SecrioN 3. For the payment of the bonds herein May levytax
authorized, the mayor and common council of said
city are authorized and required, at the next annual
levy of taxes, to levy and assess upon the taxable
property of said city, a tax of sufficient amount to
pay the whole amount of said bonds, and the interest
thereon.

Secrion 4. All taxes hereinbefore provided for, Taxes to be
when collected, shall be exclusively appropriated for s ef bons.
the payment of said bonds and interest-coupons, and
shalr not be used for any other purpose whatever.
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SectioN 5. All acts and parts of acts conflicting
with the provisions of this act, are hereby repealed.

Section 1. Section one, of chapter 146, of the gen-
eral laws of 1874, is hereby amended by striking out
the word “ seven,’”’ where it occurs in the seventh line
of gaid section, and inserting in lieu thereof the word
“ ten,” so that the section shall read as follows: Sec-
tion 1.
