LAWS OF WISCONSIN—CH. 226-227.

CIIAPTER 226.

AN ACT to annul section 9, of chapter 480, of the private and local
laws of 1870, entitled, an act to incorporate Little Wolf River Im-
provement Company.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
enate and Assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrtiox 1. Section nine (9), of said chapter four
hundred and eighty (480), ot the private and local
laws of Wisconsin, for the year 1870, entitled, an act
to incorporate the Little Wolf River Improvement
Company, is hereby annulled, to be read as follows:
Section 9. Said company, its assigns, successors or
legal representatives, are hereby authorized and em-
powered to charge, have, receive and collect, from the
owner or owners of all logs, timber or other lumber,
passing over either of said dams, or from the party
or parties running any logs, timber or other lnmber
over either of said dams the following tolls and
charges: Yor each thousand feet that passes over
dam number one (1), eight cents; for each thousand
feet that passes over dam number two (2), three cents;
for each thousand fcet that passes over dam number
three (3), eight cents; for each thousand that passes
over dam number four (4), nine cents; and for pass-
ing over dams number five (5), six (6) and seven (7),
ten cents per thousand feet.

Secrion 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
