Wisconsin River Improvement Company; "’ d-
ed, that said treasurer shall not make any such settle-
ment until the attorney general shall have certified to
the state treasurer that in his opinion the lands afore-
said were not legally taxable for said years.

Secrion 2. That in case any snm is found due to
said county of Clark npon such settlement, the state
treasurer is hereby authorized to credit the said coun-
ty of Clark, in the account with said county, with
such sum, and the said county is hereby relieved from
the payment of the same.
