AN ACT in relation to claims against the state, presented to either
branch of the legislature.

The people of the Stateof Wisconsin, represented in
senute and assembly, do enact as follows:

Tt shall be the duty ot the chiel clerk Duty of ohief
of the senate and the chief clerk of the assembly to clor n::ef,:?,'{;“
transmit to the attorney general of the state, iimme-
diately atter the filing of the original at his desk, a
copy of each and every petition, memorial or bill,
the object of which shall appear to be the securing
or promoting of the payment of any moneys by the
state to any person or persons for past services indi-
cated in such petition, memorial or bill.

Skction 2. It shall be the duty of the chairman of Dutyof chair-
the ecommittee to which such petition, memorial or B8 of com.
bill may be referred, immediately after receiving vetition refer-
the same, to notify said attorney general of the
time and place at which such petition, memorial or
bill will be considered by said committee, and said
attorney general shall appear in person or by his reg-
ular assistant before said committee at the time and
place named in such notification, to give council in
relation to the liability of the state for the amount or
amonnts claimed in such petition, memorial or bill,
and during the pendency of such claim he shall rep-
resent the state before eaid committee and act as at-
torney and counsel for the state in all things con-
nected therewith.

AN ACT relating to the redemption of lands sold under decree of
foreclosure, and amendatory of section two (2), of chapter one
hundred and ninety-five (195), laws of 1859.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and asseinbly, do enact as follows :

Secrion 1. Section two (2), of chapter one hundred
and ninety-five (193), of the laws of’ 1859, is hereby
amended by adding to eaid section the following:
Lrovided, further, that it the lolder of any certifi-
cate made on any mortgage foreclosure sale, shall,
prior to the day ot redemption lerein provided for,
redeein, take up or purchase any legal tax certificates
issued for any tax on sail land in the foreclosure car-
tificate named, that would entitle the holder thereof
to deed at any time prior to such day of redemption,
or shall redeem. pay or take ap any legal claim that
the state may have on any such lands. for interest,
taxes or penalties that shall mature, become due or be
incurred prior to such redemnption; then on filing
proot by affidavit with such sheriff of the amount so
paid, the date of such payment, together with the
original receipt or tax certificate, the said sheriff
shall requnire of' any person offering to redeem such
lIands from such foreclosure sale, the further payment
for the benefit of said holder ot the foreclosure cer-
tificate, of' the sum =0 paid to purchase such certifi-
cate, or pay or take np such interest, tax or penalties,
together with interest thereon at the rate of 10 per
cent. per annum, from the date of such purchase or
payment, to the time of such redemption, or such
sum may be paid to the holder of the foreclosure cer-
tificate, as other redemption money is paid.

Skcrion 2. This act shall take effect trom and after
its pussage and publication.
