AN ACT to authorize the city of La Crosse to build and maintain a
bridge acruss the Mississippi river.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
senute and assembly, do enact us follows:

Secrion 1. The city of La Crosse, of this state, is Authority to
hereby anthorized to build and iaintain a bridge ’
across the Mississippi river, from any point within
the city ot La Crosse, on the east bank of the Missis-
sippi river to any point opposite said city, and
the west bank of said river, which may be de-
signated or authorized by the legislature of the
State of Minnesota. The said city of La Crosse
is hereby authorized and empowered to assign to any
individual or corporation, the powers and privileges
conterred by this act; provided, that such bri§ge
shall be located and built in conformity to the acts of
congress in relation to bridges across the Mississippi
river, now or hereafter in force.

Skction 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
fromn and after its passage.

CHAPTER 146.

AN ACT to establish a municipal court in the city of Wausau, and
county of Marathon.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
senute and assembly, do enact as follows:

Secton 1. There is hereby established in the city Manicinal
of Wausau and county of Marathon, a municipal ifhedt
court, for the transaction of all business that may
lawtully come before it. And for that purpose the
city of Wausau and county of Marathon is hereby
declared a municipality.
