AN ACT relating to justices of the peace in the city of Shebxgﬂn,
and to amend section one (1), of chapter two hundred and thirty-
six (236), of the laws of 1874, entitled, **An act to amend chapter
two hundred and fifty-four (254), of the private and local laws of
1868, entitled, ‘an act to revise, consolidate, and amend the act to
incorporate the city of Sheboygan, and the several acts amendatory
the and to repeal chapter ninety-four (94), of the private and
local fiws of 1856, entitled, ‘ an act to establish a code of procedure
for thd police court of the city of Sheboygan, approved March 4,
1836,’s and the several acts amendatory thereof.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as _follows:

SecPon 1. Section one (1), chapter two hundred Amended.

and thirty-six (236), of the laws of 1874, is hereby
amended so as to read as follows, to-wit: Section one
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(1). The justices of the peace,and each and every one Jurisdiction of

civil and criminal jurisdiction, and perform all duties
of justices of the peace, as provided by the general
laws of this state. Said justices shall also have origi-
nal jurisdiction of all causes growing out of the viola-
tion of the city charter, or of any ordinance, rule, or-
der, resolntion, or by-law, of said eity, and of all such
cases wherein the city is a party, as are within the
jurisdiction of a justice of the peace, and the office of
police justice of said city of Sheboygan is hereby
abolished. The justices of the peace, and each and
every one of them, of said city of Sheboygan, may
hold their respective offices in any ward within the
limits of said city of Sheboygan; provided, however,
that none of said justices of the peace shall hold his
office in any room held by or in possession of said city
of Sheboygan, by lease or otherwise.
