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deposit office, firm, company, corporation or party, 
shall receive or accept on deposit any such deposits 
as aforesaid, when insolvent, any officer, director, 
cashier, manager, member, party or managing party 
thereof knowing of such insolvency, who shall know-
ingly receive or accept, be accessary, or permit or 
connive at the receiving or accepting on deposit there-
in, or hereby, any such deposits as aforesaid, shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction, shall 
be punished by imprisonment in the state prison for 
a term not to exceed ten years, or by imprisonment 
in the county jail not to exceed one year, or by both 
fine and imprisonment, the fine not to exceed ten 
thousand dollars. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
thirty days after its passage and publication.
