AN ACT legalizing the action of the county board of supervisors of
Dunn county, fixing the salary of district attorney.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as fﬁgows:

Sectiox 1. The action of the county board of super-
visors of Dunn county, Wisconsin, at their annual
session in November, A. D. 1874, fixing the salary of
the district attorney of Dunn county at the sum of
six hundred dollars ($600) per annum for the term of
office commencing on the first Monday of January,
A. D. 1875, is hereby legalized and declared to be
valid; provided, however, that nothing herein con-
tained shall be so construed as to authorize the pay-
ment by the county to said district attorney for legal
services, in any form or on any account, of more than
twelve hundred dollars ($1,200) for his term of two

ears.
v SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force

from and after its passage and publication.
