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state, and to regulate the traffic in logs, lumber, and
timber, in said districts,” approved March eighteenth,
1864, except sections seven, ten and twelve ot said
act, the provisions of which shall not apply to said
lumber district number twelve.

Secrion 3. The lumber inspector shall be entitled
to receive, and may sue, and collect the sum of
four cents per thousand feet for surveying or scaling
and making out survey bills tor all logs that he is
called upon to survey or scale, and the sum of ten
cents per thousand feet, running measure, for meas-
uring square timber, and the sun of twelve cents per
thousand for sawed lumber, including bills.

Secrion 4. The lumber inspector shall be entitled
to a reasonable compensation as traveling fees,
whenever he shall travel more than three miles for the
purpose of surveying any lot of logs or timber.

Section 5. The inspector of said lumber district
number twelve, shall keep his office at the city of
Oshkosh, in the county of Winnebago.

Secrion 6. All acts or parts of acts, conflicting
with any of the provisions of this act, are hereby re-
peuled.

Secrion 7. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and atter its passage.
