The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

re of cheese, at any butter or cheese factory in this state, 

butter an 
eheese. 	any milk that has been drawn from any cow before 

calving, or within four days after calving, or before 
the fever is out of the udders, or milk from diseased 
cows, or from cows that have diseased udders, or 
milk that has been polluted by having cats or vermin 
drowned or thrown in it. or milk that has been made 
filthy by careless milking or handling, shall be guilty 
of a misdemeanor,and upon conviction of such offense, 
shall pay a fine of not less than twenty-five dollars, 
and not exceeding one hundred dollars, with costs of 
suit, or by imprisonment in the county jail not ex-
ceeding thirty days. 

Jurisdiction of SECTION 2. Justices of the peace and police justices 
imams. 	shall have concurient jurisdiction with the circuit 

' court in all cases under section one of this act. 
SECTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in force 

from and after its passage and publication.
