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hold office during the pleasure of the governor, and 
whose duties shall be to preserve and protect the tim-
ber growing or being upon any of the lands heretofore 
granted by congress to the State of Wisconsin, to 
aid in the construction of railroads, approved June 3, 
1856, and which were granted by the state to the St. 
Croix and Lake Superior Railroad Company, for the 
purpose of aiding in building a railroad from the 
river or lake St. Croix, between townships twenty-five 
(25) and thirty-one (31), to the west end of Lake Su-
perior and to Bayfield, and upon any and all lands 
now reserved from market, from which said company 
are to select lands; provided, that said agent or 
agents shall hold or have his or their office or offices, 
and general place or places of business within this 
state, and no such agent or agents shall bold or have 
an office or place of business outside of this state." 

SEcnoN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force 
from and after its passage and publication.
