CEHAPTER 1L

AN ACT to regulate the time of holding general and special
terms of the circuit court in the sixth judicial circuit.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. The general terms of the circuit court in Time ofbolding
the sixth judicial circuit shall hereafter be held in each Fo2or! terms-

yeur as follows: In the county of Jackson, on the
second Monday of March and second Monday of Sep-
tember; in the county of Vernon, on the fourth Mon-
day of March and first Monday of October; in the
county of Clark, on the third Monday of April and
third Monday of October; in the county of La Crosse,
on the second Monday of Magi and second Monday of
November; in the county of Monroe, on the first Mon-
day of June and first Monday of December.

ECTION 2. All general terms held in the counties

of La Crosse, Monroe and Jackson, shall be special Waetbusiess
terms for the entire circuit.

said coutt herein provided for, any and all business
may be done ariging in any county of the circuit, which
might be done at any general term, except the trinl of
issues of fact by a jury in cases other than those aris-
ing in actions of quo warranto and mandamus, and ex-
cepting also the trial of issues of fact in actions made
local %y law, and arising in some county other than
the oue in which such special term shall be held.

SectIoN 8. Chapter two of the general laws of 1876, gepested.

entitled “ An act to regulate the time of holding the
general and special terms of the circuit court in the
sixth judicial circuit,” and all other laws providing for
any general or special terms of said court other than as
herein set down, and all acts and parts of acts incon-
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sistent with or cantravening the provisions of this act,
are hereby repealed.
