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tion, have and exercise all rights and powers, perform 
all duties, and be entitled to all fees and emoluments 
in actions and proceedings in the second county court 
for said county, which are or may hereafter be author-
ized or conferred by law in respect to like actions or 
proceedings in any circuit court.

AN ACT relating to the apportionment of the state into senate 
and assembly districts, and amendatory of chapter 343 of the 
general laws of 1876.

SECTION 1. The towns of Clayton, Neenah, Menasha, 

Wintieconne, Winchester, and the cities of Neenah and 
Menasha, in the county of Winnebago, shall constitute 
the second assembly district in said county,.

CHAPTER 15. 

AN ACT to appropriate to the state prison a sum of money 
therein named, to reimburse the prison for goods furnished 
other state institutions, and to pay indebtedness incurred in 
making new roofs.

Appropriation. 	SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated to the state 
prison, out of any money in the general fund, not oth-
