The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. The common council of the city of Ra-
cine is hereby authorized to levy a special tax, at the
time of the levy of taxes in said gity for the year 1877,
of not to exceed fifteen hundred dollars, to be expend-
ed in building and repairing cisterns in the proximity
of the public school buildiogs in said city.

CHAPTER 186.
AN ACT to authorize the Commissioners of School and Uni.

versity Lands to loan & portion of the trust funds of the
state to the city of Neenah, Winnebago county.

The people of the atate of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. The commissioners of school and uni-

" versity lands are hereby authoriz:d to loan a portion

of the trust funds of this state, not exceeding in
amount the sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000) to
the board of education of the city of Neenah, county
of Winnebago, and the said board by and with the
concurrence of the common council of said city are
hereby authorized to borrow a sum not exceeding the
amount named above of the said commissioners, and
to issue to said commissioners certificates of indebted-
ness so contracted. Such indebtedness shall bear in-
terest at the rate of seven per cent. per annum, and
said interest shall be paid annually, and the principal
sum so loaned shall be paid as follows : One thousand
dollars ($1,000) on the fifteenth day of February, A.
D. 1880; one thousand dollars ($1,300zon the fifteenth
day of Fetruary, A. D. 1881; one thousand dollars

($1,000) on the fifteenth day of February, A. D. 1882;
