The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented tn senate

and assembly, do enact as follows : il

SgcTIoN 1. That from and sfter the first Tuesday in
April, 1877, all that district situate in the county of
Sheboygan, state of Wisconsin, and described as fol-
lows: S. E. { and vhe south 28 acres of S. E. N.E. }
section twenty-ome (21), S. W. }, and the south 28
acres of S W. }, N. W.{ and W. } S. E. 1 section
twenty-two (22), W. § N. E. 2 and N. $of N. W. }
section twenty-seven (27), N. ot N. E. £ section twenty-
eight (28), town fifteen (15) north, range twenty-one
(21) east, shall be known and designated as the city of
Plymouth, and by that name shall be capable of con-
tracting, and being contracted with, of suing and being
