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Paid out of the state treasury, out of any moneys be-

It is hereby made the duty of the clerk puttesof clotks
of each circuit court of this state, under the direction 3fchrentt
of the judge of said circuit court, to prepare and re-
turn as speedily as possible to the commission herein
created, upon request made by said commission, any
