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manuer as the collection of highway taxes is enforced
by virtue of the general laws of this state, and the said
street commissioner shall, on or before the 15th day of
November in each and every year, make return in
writiog to the city clerk, of all delinquent or unpaid
highway tax, or tax for streets and bridges, with the
name of the person to whom and description of the
property on which the same was assessed, and the city
clerk shall extend the same on the tax roll of the city
of Boscobel, to be collected with the general taxes of
said city.

StcrioNn 2. All acts and parts of acts, conflicting
the provisions of this act, are hereby repealed.

SectioN 8. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 262.

AN ACT to repeal chapter 218 of the private and local laws of
1869, entitled “ An act to authorize the use of the woneys aris-
ing from the sale of certain swamp and overflowed lands in
the county of Portage for drainage purposes, and to amend
chapter 587 of the laws of 1865, relating thereto,” and all acts
amendatory thereto.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SkcrioN 1. Chapter 818 of the private and local
laws of the state of Wisconsin for the year 1849, enti-
tled * An act to authorize the use of the moneys aris-
ing from the sale of certain swamp and overflowed
lands in the county of Portage for drainage purposes,
and to amend chapter 537 of the laws of 1865, relating
thereto,” and all acts amendatory thereto are hereby
repealed.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
