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pointment by a circuit or county judge shall be un-
necessary.

SecTtIoN 2. When said appraisals or either of them
shall have been made and certified to the secretary
of state by the president and secretary of the board of
trustees, be shall draw his warrant on the state treas-
urer for the amount of such appraisal in favor of the
county of Winnebago.

SectioN 8. There is hereby appropriated out of any
money in the general fund not otherwise appropriated
a sufficient sum of money to carry into effect the pro-
visions of this act; provided, that the sum so appropri-
ated shall not exceed three hundred and fifty dollars.

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 57.

AN ACT to apBroprlnw to the Institute for the Education of
the Deaf and Dumb, a sum of money therein named for the
payment of current expenses, for permanent improvements
and for miscellaneous expenses.

The people of the state of Wrisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as jbllowa’:

SEcT10N 1. There is hereby appropriated to the In-
stitate for the Education of the Deat and Dumb, out
of any money in the general fund not otherwise ap-
propriated, the sum of thirty-six thousand dollars, tor
the following purposes, viz: For the payment of cur-
rent expenses for the year ending March 1st, 1878,
thirty-one thousand five hundred dollars; for perma-
nent improvements and miscellaneous purposes four
thousand five hundred dollars.

SecrioN 2. All sums of money appro‘pnabed by this
act for current expenses shall be drawn from the treas-
ury not oftener than quarterly in advance.

SecTtION 3. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage and publication.
