The people of the state of Wisconsin, reprtsented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section five of chapter ninety-eight of Amendment. 

the laws of the state of Wisconsin for the year one 
thousand eight hundred and seventy-seven, is hereby 
amended so as to read as follows : Section 5. All acts 
and parts of acts conflieting with the provisions of this 
act are hereby repealed ; provided, however, that the 
provisions of this act shall not apply to cases and mat-
ters pending and undetermined in said county court of 
Milwaukee county in probate, on the thirty-first 
day of December, one thousand eight hundred and 
seventy-seven ; provided further, however, that the pyj 

fees for services done by the county judge and clerk in 
such cases and matters after that date, shall be paid 
into the county treasury.
