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shall be paid out on the order of the chairman of the
county board and county clerk, in such maunner and at
such times as such board shall determine. The
county board may designate such of its number as
it shall deem proper, to co-operate with the town
board in the letting, inspecting and acceptance of the
work; or in case the whole of such work is proposed
to be paid for by such county appropriation, the coun-
ty board may direct the letting, inspection, and accept:
ance of such work in such manner as it may deem
proper.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
