It the majority of such 
ballots shall have thereon "For the charter amend-
ments," this act shall be in full force from and after 
the first day of May, 1879; and if a majority of the 
ballots shall have thereon "Against charter amend-
ments," this act shall be inoperative and of no force. 
Returns shall be made, canvassed, and result deter-
mined under the same rules and regulations as govern 
in the charter election of said city.
