one thousand nine hundred and forty one, a, b, ¢, d, e
-and £, shall pay the following fees: For filing the first
declaration or statement and issuing certificate thereon,
ten dollars; for filing annual statement and issuing cer-
tificate thereon, three dollars; in case two or more
corporations shall combine to effect insurance under a
Joint poliey or policies, each and every such corporation
so combining shall pay the fees above provided, the same
asif each and every one wrote separate policies.

CHAPTER 1863.

AN ACT relating to and amendatory of chapter two hundred
and sixty-three of the laws of Wisconsin of the year 1878, en-
titled an act to incorporate the city of Jefferson.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:
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SECTION 1. Chupter two hundred and sixty-three New chspten

-of the laws of Wisconsin for the year 1878, entitled an
act to incorporate the city of Jefferson, is hereby
amended by adding thereto a new chapter, to be known
as chapter fifteen, and to read as follows:
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CHAPTER XV.
RELATING TO PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

SecrioN 1. Theschool districts and partsof districts
within the incorporate limits of the city of Jefferson
shall constitute oue district, for the better regulation
and management of the public schools of said city.

SecTiON 2. There shall be elected by the common
council of the city of Jefferson, a board of education,
which shall be composed of one school commissioner
from each ward of said city. The first election of
commissioners shall be at a meeting of said common
council, to be held on the third Tuesday of April, A.
D. 1879, when a full board shall be elected. The
commissioners first elected as aforesaid shall enter

‘upon the duties of their office on the third Tuesday

after their election, and shall coatinue in office as fol-
lows: The commissioner from the first ward, one
year ; the second ward, two years ; the third ward, three
years, and until their successors are elected and quali-
fied. And thereafter, the term of all commissioners
elected shall commence on the first Tuesday of May
after their election; and on the third Tuesday of April
in each year alter the first election, there shall be elect-
ed a scgool commissioner to succeed any member of
the board of education whose term of office will expire
on the succeeding first Tuesday of May, who shall
hold his office for the term of three years and until his
successor is elected and qualified.

SectioN 8. Thbe school commissioners, elected un-
der the provisions of section two of said chapter fif-
teen, shall constitute a board to be styled the board of
education of the city of Jefferson, which shall be a
corporate body in relation to all the powers and duties
conferred on them by virtue of this act, and a majority
of said board shall form & quorum for the transaction

Yscancles, how of business. It shall be the duty of the common

council to supply by appointment any vacancy which
may occur from time to time in the number of said
school commissioners by resignation or otherwise. The
said commissioners shall receive no compeunsation for
their services.

SecTioN 4. The board of education shall, at its
first regular meeting in May of each year thereafter,
elect one of its members president, who shall preside
at all meetings of the board, and preserve order and
decorum thereat, and decide all questions of order
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subject to appeal to the board : provided, further, thatin
the absence of the president, the board shall elect a
president pro tempore. The city clerk of the said city
of Jefferson shall be ex-officio clerk of the said board
of educaticn.

SecrioN 5. The clerk of saidboard shall keep a Dattesof clerk.
record of the proceedings thereof, and perform such
other duties as the hoard may prescribe, which record,
or a transcript thereof, certiied by the president and
clerk, shall be received in all courts as prima facie
evidence of the facts therein set forth, and such records
and all the books and accounts of said board shall at
all times be subject to the inspection of the city coun-
cil and of any committee thereof.

SecrioN 6. The common couucil of the said city Additionaltax
of Jcfferson shall have the power, and it shall be its poses > P*"
duty to raise from time to time, by a tax upon the real
and personal estate in said city which shall be liable
to taxation in addition to the amount of school
moneys now or hereafter appropriated or provided. by
law for common schools in said city, such sums as the
said council shall deem necessary or proper for any or
all of the following purposes, estimates therefor having
been previously submitted the to said council by the
board of education for the information of the council ;
and it is hereby made the duty of the board of educa-
tion of the city of Jefferson to submit said estimates
to the common council oo or before the first Tuesday
of July in each year: 1. To purchase, lease or im-

rove sites for school houses. 2. To build, purchase,

ease, enlarge, alter, improve and repair school houses,
and their out-houses and appurtenances. 3. To pur-
chace, exchange, improve and repair school apparatus,
books, furniture and appendages. 4. To procure fuel
and defray the contingent expenses of the district li-
brary of said city. 5. To pay the wages of teachers
due after the application of the public moneys, which
may by law be appropriated and provided for that

urpose: provided, nevertheless, that no tax shall be Notofiner than
aid for such purposes oftener than once in each year: °***7*"
and provided, also, that the amount to be raised for Limited.
teacher's wages, and for contingent expenses in an
one vear, shall in no case exceed four dollars for each
})erson that draws public money, nor less than two dol-

ars ; that the amount to be raised in any one year, for
repairing school bouses and the appurtenances, shall
not exceed fifteen hundred dollars, and for buying
sites, and erecting or purchasing new school houses,
shall not exceed three thousand dollars.

SectioN 7. The common couuncil shall cause the
tax or taxes herein provided for to be levied and col-
lected annually on all such real and personal property
or capital of any kind within said city, as is subject to
taxation by the laws for levying taxes for the state,
for the time being ; said taxes to be levied and collect-
ed in the same manoer as annual taxes are levied and
collected in said ecity.

SecrioN 8. All moneys 1o be raised pursuant to
the provisions of this act, and all school moaeys by
law appropriated to or provided for said city, shall be
paid to the treasurer of said city, who, together with
the sureties of his official bond, shall be accountable
therefor in the same manner as for other moneys of
said city. The said treasurer shall also be liable to
tbe same penalties for any official misconduct as in re-
lation to the other moneys of said city.

SecTioN 9. The treasurer of said city shall not pay

" out any moneys in his hands received by said city,

either as school moneys or collected or received by
virtue of any of the provisions of this act, excepting
upon an order drawn upon him aud signed by the
president and clerk of said board of edtcation, and no
such order shall be drawan except by virtue of a reso-
lation of the said board.

SECTION 10. The said board may cause a suit or
suits to be prosecuted in the name of the city of Jef-
ferson, upon the official bond of the treasurer, or of any
collector of said city, for any default, delinquency or
official misconduct in relation to the collectinn, safe
keeping or payment of any mouneys in this act men-
tioned, or any other school moneys by law appropriated
to or provided for said city.

POWERS AND DUTIES OF BOARD.

SEcTION 11. Thesaid board shall have power, and
it shall be its duty: 1st. To establish and organize
such, and so many schools in the several wards of the
city (including the common schools now existing there)
as they shall deem requis:te and expedient, and to alter
and discontinue the same. 2d. To purchase or hire
school houses and rooms, and lots and sites for school
houses, and to fence or improve them as they may
deem proper : provided, the amount necessary bas been
appropriated by the common council of said city. 3d.
Upon such lots, and upon any sites now owned by said
city, to build, enlarge, alter, improve and repair sochool
houses as it may deem advisable. 4th. To pur-
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chase, exchange, improve and repair school apparatus,
books for pupils, furniture and appendages, and to
provide fuel for the schools, and defray their contingent
expenses and the expenses of the district library. 5th.
To have the custody and safe keeping of the school
houses, out houses, books, furniture and appendages, and
to see that the ordinances of the city council in relation
thereto are observed. 6th. To contract with and em-
ploy all teachers in the common schools of said city
who shall have been licensed by the county superin-
tendent of schools of the county of Jefferson, and at
its pleasure to remove them. 7th. To pay the wages
of such teachers cut of the school moneys which
shall be appropriated to said city, so far as the same
shall be sufficient, and the residue thereof from the
money authorized to be raised for that purpose by sec-
tion six of said chapter fifteen, by tax upon the city.
8th. To defray the necessary contingent expenses of
the board. 9th. To bave in all respects the superin-
tendence, supervision and management of the common
schools in said city, and [rom time to time to adopt,
alter, modily and 1epeal, as it may deem expedient,
rules and regulations for their organization, government
and instruction, for the reception of pupils and their
transfer from one school to another, and generally for

their good order, prosperity and public utility. 10th. -

Whenever, in the opinion of the board, it may be
deemed advisable to sell any of the school houses, lots
or sites, or any of the schoul property now or hereafter
belonging to the city, to report the same to the com-
mon council. 11th. To prepare and report to the
common council such ordinances and regulations as
may be necessary or proper for the protection, safe
keeping, careand preservation of school houses, lots and
sites, and appurtenances, and all other property belong-
ing to the city connected with or appertaining to the
school, and to suggest proper penalties for the violation
of sych ordinances and regulations; and annually to
determine and certify to said city council the sums, in
its opinion, necessary or proper to be raised, under
the 2i1xth section of said chapter fifteen, specifying the
sums required for each of the purposes therein men-
tioned and the reason therefor. 12th. The board of
education shall adopt for the use of the several public
schools in the city, suitable text-books, which shall be
uniform, and when the board shall have adopted for
use in the public schools of this city any text book or
text books, the same shall not be changed by the board,
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or any teacher or other person, for three years thereafter,
and tﬁe said board shall adopt and, at its discretion,
modify or repeal by-laws, rules and regulations, for
their government and for the organization, discipline
and management of the public schools of said city,
and generally adopt all such measures as shall promote
the good order and public atility of said schools : pro-
vided, that such by-laws, rules and regulations shall not
conflict with the constitution and laws of this state.

SecrioNn 12. Thesaid board of education shall have
power to allow the children of persons not residents
within the city to attend any of theschools of said city
under the care and control of said board, and upon
such terms as the board shall by resolution prescribe.

SecTION 18. It shall be the duty of said board in
all its expenditures and contracts to have reference to
the amount of money that shall be subject to its order
during the then current year for the particular expen-
diture in question, and not to exceed such amount.

SecTION 14. The said board ot education shall be
the trustee of the district library in said city, and all
the provisions of law which now are or may hereafter
be passed relating to district school libraries shall apply
to the said board in the same manner as if it were trus-
tee of an ordioary school district; it shall also be vest-
ed with the discretion as to the disposition of the
moneys appropriated by any law of the state for the
purchase of libraries, which is therein conferred upon
the inhabitants ot school districts. It shall be its duty
to provide a library room and the necescary furniture
therefor, and appoint a librarian; to make all purchases
of books for the said library, and from time to time to
exchange or cause to be repaired the damaged books
belonging thereto.

SecrioNn 15. It shall be the duty of the said board
annually, on or before the third Tuesday in April in
each year, to prepare and report to the common coun-
cil true and correct statements of the receipts and dis-
bursements of moneys under and in pursuance of the
provisions of this act during the preceding year, in
which account shall be stated, under appropnate heads:
1st. The moneys raised by the common council under
the sixth section of said chapter fifteen. 2J. The
schcol moneys raised by the treasurer of the city from
the county and town treasurers. 3d. Moneys received
by direct tax. 4th. All other moneys received by the
city treasurer, subject to the order of the board, specify-
ing the source. 5th. The manner in which such sums
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of money shall have been expended, specifying the
amount paid under each head of expenditures; and the
common council shall forthwith cause the same to be
published in at least one newspaper published in said
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city.

SectioN 17. The common council of the city of Caresndpreser-

pass such ordinances and regulations as the board of
education may report as necessary and proper for the
protection, safe keeping, care and preservation of the
gchool houses, lots, sites, and appurtenances, and all
necessary property belonging to or connected with the
schools 1n saiq city, and to 1mpose proper penalties for
the violation thereof, subject to the restrictions and limi-
tations contained in this act, and in chapter two hun-
dred and sixty-three of the laws of Wisconsin of the
year 1878; aud all such peoalties shall be collected in
the same manner that the penalties for a violation of

SectioN 18. Whenever the said board of education Sale of school

shall report to the common council that it is advisable P™P*"*"

to sell any of the school houses, lots or sites, cr
any of the school property now or hereafter belonging
to the city, the common council may sell the same upon
such terms as it may deem advisable. The proceeds
of all such sales shall be paid to the city treasurer, and
shall be subject to the order of said board, to be expend-
ed by iton purchase, leasing, repairs or improvements of
other school houses, lots, school furniture, apparatus or
appurtenances.

SecrioN 19. The title to the school houses, sites, Titleto school

lots, furniture, books, appparatus and appurtenances, PP

and all other property in tnis act mentioned, shall be
vested in the city of Jefferson, and the same, while
used or appropriated for school purposes, shall not be
levied upon or sold by virtue of any warrant or exe-
cution, nor be subject to taxation for any purpose
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whatever; and the said city, in its corporate capacity,
shall be able to take hold and dispose of any real or
personal estate transferred to it by gift, bequest or de-
vise, for the use of the common schools of the said
city, whether the same shall be transferred in terms to
said city by its proper style, or by any other designa-
tion, or to sny persou or persons, or body, for the use
of said schools.

SecrioN 20. All mooeys authorized to be raised
by virtue of this act, or by virtue of chapter two hun-
dred and sixty three of the laws of Wisconsin of the
year 1878, for school purposes, on being raised as
therein provided, shall be heid by the treasurer of said
city, and by him piaced to the credit of said board of
education, and shall be drawn out in pursuance of a
resolution or resolutions of said board, by draft drawn
by the president and countersigned by the clerk of said

Immediately upon the election of the
first board of education of the city of Jefferson, as
provided for in this act, it shall be the duty of the
clerk of the city of Jefferson, and he is hereby re-
quired, under his signature and the corporate seal of
said city, to officially notify the respective clerks and
treasurers of school districts numbers one and twelve
of the town of Jefferson, in the county of Jefferson,
of such election.
