CHAPTER 185.,

AN ACT to authorize the commissioners of public lands to
loan a portion of the trust funds of the state to the town of
Plover, in Portage county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate

and assembly, do enact as follows.

SecTioN 1. To enable the town of Plover, in the Transfer of
county of Portage, to transfer its present bonded in- bonded indebt-
debtedne:s to the trust funds of the state, the commis-
sioners of the public lands are bereby authorized to
negotiate, without expense to the state or the said
funds, for the purchase of the outstanding bonds of
said town, at the lowest price at which the same can be
obtained : provided, the sum paid for the whole of said
bonds shall not exceed the constitutional limit upon
the power of said town to incur indebtedness.
