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right to use the water supplied by such corporation, or
such portion thereof as it may desire, upon such terms
and conditions as may be agreed upon by such corpor-
ation and the authorities of such city or village. Every
such corporation heretofore organized shall continue to
enjoy the rights given by the law under which it was
formed.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
