Slides and SecTiON 2. The aforesaid persons, their associates

slulcewars-  and assigns, shall build suitable slides or sluiceways in
said dam for running logs and timber over the same,
and shall keep the same in repair. The same shall
be kept open at all times when said river is at a driv-
ing stage and there are logs and timber to run over
said dam. The said Charles D. Wescott, Mathias Mil-
ler and H. M. Loomer, and their associatesand assigns,
may erect and maintain booms for the sorting of logs
passing into the mill-pond bhereby authorized to be
created : provided, that said booms shall be constructed
8o as to allow free passage of logs or lumber.

Autharlty of SectioN 8. The control of said dam, slides or

) sluiceways shall belong to the said Charles H. Wes-
cott, Mathias Miller and II. M. Loomer, their associ-
ates and assigns, but subject always to the provisions
of this act.

Subjectiopro-  SECTION 4. The dam so erected shall be subject to

vised statutes. all the provisions of the revised statutes of 1878, so
far as the said revised statutes may apply to dams, in
like manner as if such provisions were incorporated in
this act.

Repealed. SecTioN 5. Any and all charters granted by the
legislature heretofore, to build and maintain a dam
across Wolf river at the same place as heretofore men-
tioned, are hereby repealed.
