CHAPTER 233.

AN ACT to provide for the registry of electors at charter elec-
tions in the city of Milwaukee.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. The persons authorized by law to act
as inspectors of elections in avy ward or election pre-
cinct in the city of Milwaukee, shall constitute a board
of registry for their respective ward or precinet, and
their duttes as such boards of registry shall be as fol-
lows, viz: To make at such times and in such manner
as hereinafter prescribed, a list of all the persons quali-
fied and entitled to vote at the then ensuing charter elec-
tion in the ward or election precinct of which they are in-
spectors. The said inspectors shall bave their first
meeting on Tuesday, three weeks preceding each char-
ter election, at the places where said election is to be
beld, and shall then sit two days for the putpose of
making such list; they shall meet at nine o'clock in
the forenoon and hold their meeting open until nine
o'clock in the evening of each day during whbich they
shall so sit.

SecTION 2. Said registers shall each contain a list
of the persons so qualified and entitled to vote in said
election precinct, alpbabetically arranged according to
their respective surnames, so as to show in one column
the name at full length, and in another column the res-
idence by the number of the dwelling, if there be a
number, and the name of the street or other location of
the dwelling place of each person. It shall be the duty
of said inspectors to enter in suid lists the pames of all
persous residing in their election precincts whose names
appear on the poll list kept in said precinct at the last
preceding general election, the number of the dwelling
and the name of the street or other location, if the same-
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shall be knowno to or can be ascertained by such in-

spectors, and for this purpose said inspectors are au- oy PO lets
thorized to take from the office of the city clerk the

poll lists made and filed by the inspectors of such pre-

cincts at the general election held next prior to the

making of such register. In making said list the board of personal or
shall euter thereon, in addition to the names on the poll jim o reie™
list, the namesof all other persons duly gualified to vote tration:

The said
1nspectors shall complete, as far as practicable the said

register at their first meeting as aforesaid, and shall

make four copies thereof, and shall certify the register

and each copy thereot to be a true list of the voters in

their precinet, so far as the same are known to them.

The in- Ten printed
spectors shall cause ten printed copies of said list to be “°¥e*
posted up in ten of the «tifferent and most public places

within such election precinct. Said inspectors shall, in

addition to the foregoing, cause to be printed not less

than fifty additional copies of said list, and shall within

three days deliver not less than ten copies of the

lists o printed to the respective chairmen of the ward
committees of the principal opposing political parties.

SEcr10oN 3. In case a new election precinet shall be 1n case of new
formed by the division of any ward, the inspectors of gueilon pre-
election in the new precinct thus formed way make
their registry of electors on the days prescribed by this
act, in such manver as a majonity of the inspectors may
direct, and for that purpose may make a list of the poll
list or lists of the ward or precinct in which such new
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Frecinct is situated, or they may dispense with such
ist or lists, and proceed to make a register of electors
from the best means at their command. Said list shall
only embrace the names of such persons as are known
to them to be electors in their precinct, and shall be
posted up and copies thereof made as prescribed in the
preceding section, and shall be corrected in the same
manner that other lists are corrected.

SecrioN 4. The said board shall meet on Tuesday
one week preceding the charter election, in their re-
spective precincts, at the place designated for nolding
the polls of election, for the purpose of revising, cor-
recting and completing said lista; and for this purpose
they shall meet at nine o'clock in the morning, and
shall remain in session uuotil nine o’clock in the even-
ing oo that day and the day following.

SkctioN 5. The proceedings of said board shall be
open, and all persons residiog and entitled to vote ia
said precinet shall be entitled to be heard by said in-
spectors in relation to corrections or additions to said
register. One of the lists so kept by inspectors as
aforesaid shall be used by them on the day of making
corrections or additions, for the purpose of completing
the registry of said precinct.

SectioN 6. It shall be the duty of said inspectors
at their meeting for revising and correcting said lists,
to erase therefrom the name of any person inserted
therein who shall be proved by the oath of two legal
voters of said precinct, to the satisfaction of said 1n-
spectors, to be a non-resident of said precinct, or other-
wise not entitled to vote in said precinct at the election
then next to be held. Any elector residing in «aid
precinct and entitled to vote therein, may appear be-
fore said board of inspectors and require his nsme to
be recorded on said alphabetical list. Auny person so
requiring his name to be entered on said list, shall
make the same statement as to the street and number
thereof, and where he resides, required by the provis-
ions of this act, of persons offering their votes at the
election, and shall be subject to the same penalties for
refusing to give such information, or for falsely giviog
the same, and shall also be subject to challenge either
by the inspectors, or either of them, or by any elector
whose name appears on said alphabetical list, and the
game oaths may be administered by the inspectors as
now provided against persons offering to vote at an
election, and in case no challenge is made of any person
requiring his name to be entered on said alphabetical
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list, or, in case of cballenge, if such person shall make
an oath that would entitle him to vote io case of chal-
lenge at an election, then the name of such person shall
be added 1o the alphabetical poll list of the last preced-
ing general election. Any persoa who is pot twenty-
oue years of age on either of these days when the reg-
ister is completed, but will be if he should live to the
day of elcction, may bhave his name put on said regis-
ter, provided he is otherwise qualified to be an elecior.

SECTION 7. After said lists shall bave been fully Namesnot to
completed, upon the days before mentioned, no name completed ist.
shall be added thereto by any person, or upon any pre-
tense, and the said inspectors shall within two days
thereafter make four copies of the same, each of which
shall be certified by them to be a correct list of the
voters of their precinct, one of which shall be filed in
the office of the city clerk, and one of which shall be
delivered to each of the said inspectors. Said inspect-
ors shall, in addition to the foregoing, cause to be
printed within three days from the completion of said
register, such number as they may determine, but not
less than fifty nor more than one hundred copies of
such register, together with the residence of every per-
son whose name appears thereon, and of the lists of
names so printed, one-half shall be delivered not later
than Saturday preczding each election, to the respec-
tive chairmen of the ward or precinct committees of
the principal opposing polinical parties. It shall beg Useoflists an

any one shall, after the Jast day for completing said
register, and before such election, become & qualified
voter of the election precinct, he shall have the same
right to vote therein at such election as he wounld have

had if his name had been duly registered in said reg-
ister, provided he shall before or at the time he offers

to vote, deliver to the inspectors his own affidavit,

in which he shall state the facts showiog that he has,
since the completion of said register, become a quali-
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fied elector of such precinct, and the facts showing that
be was not such elector on the day said register was
completed, and he shall also deliver to said inspectors
with bis own affidavit the affidavits of two freeholders
of such precinct corroborating in detail the material
statements in hisown affidavit. No one freeholder shall
be competent to make at any one election corroborating
affidavits for more than tive voters. All of said affida-
vitz soall be sworn to before some officer authorized by
the laws of Wisconsin to administer oaths and take
affidavite. The inspectors shall keepalist of the names
and residences of the electors voting whose names are
not on said completed register and attach such list to
the register, and return it, together with all the affida-
vits aforesaid, to the office of the city clerk. Any per-
son whose name is on the register may be challenged,
and the same oaths shall be put as now are, or hereafter
may be prescribed by law.

SecTION 8. The clerks at each poll, in addition to
the duties now prescribed by law, shall enter on the
poll list kept by them, in columns prepared for that
purpose, opposite the name of each person voting, the
same statement or minute as bereinbefore required of
inspectors in making the registry. Every voter, at the
time of offering his vote, shall truly state the street in
which he resides, and if the house, lodging or tene-
ment in which he resides, is numbered, the number
thereof ; and the clerks ot the polls shall truly enter
in the appropriate column of the poll list, opposite
the name of the elector, the streetin which the elector
resides, and the number, in case the house lodging or
tenement 18 numbered, and if the same is not number-
ed the clerk shall enter ‘‘not numbered” in the eolumn
of poll list for entering the number. In case of refusal
to make the statement as aforesaid, the vote of such
electors shall not be received. Auy person who shall
willfully make any false statement in relation thereto,
shall be deemed guilty of misdemeanor, and shall, up-
on conviction, be punished with a fine of fifty dollars,
or by imprisonment in the county jail of Milwaukee
county for a period of ten days, or by both such fine
and imprisonment.

SecrioNn 9. After the canvass of the votes, one of
said poll lists and said registers, and checked as afore-
said, shall be attached together, and shall on the follow-
ing day, be filed in the city clerk’s office, at the same
time the returos of the election are made. The otber
of said poll lists and registers, so kept and checked, shall
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be returned to the office of the county clerk of Milwau-
kee county on the day following the election. All ballots
cast at such election shall be carefully preserved, and
returned with the ballot box, to the office of the city
clerk, where they shall be kept until the official can-
vass,

SectioN 10. The register, shall, at all times, be Registers to be
opeu to public inspection, at the office in which they Peecton "
shall be deposited, withoct charge.

SkEcTiON 11. The said board shall have and exercise anthority of
the same power for preserving order at its meetings "*™
ubder this act, as is given to inspectors of elections tor
preserving order on election day.

SecrION 12. Any person who shall cause his name Ppenaity for
to be registered in more than one election precinct, or [4eS[n8
who shall cause his name to be registered, knowing that once-
he is not a qualified voter in the district where such
registry is made, or who shall falsely personate any
registered voter, and any person causing, aiding or
abetting any person in any manuer, in eitber of said
acts, shall be punished for each and every offense by
imprisonment in the state prison for not less than one
year. - All false swearing before such board of registry, o raise swear-
or in making affidavits required by this act, shail be 1os-
deemed willlul and corrupt perjury, and, on conviction,
punished as such. If any member or officer of said
board shall willfully violate any of the provisions of
this act, or be guilty of any fraud in the execution of
the duties of his office, he shall be punished for each
aud every offense by imprisonment in the state prison
for not less than one year.

SEcTioN 13. The members of the board of registry comgensation
shall receive such compensation for their services as °:bosrd:
the common council may fix by ordinance.

SectioN 14. It shall be the duty of the city clerk Natice of time
of the city of Milwaukee to give at least five days "m“i..‘f';‘:‘f,?”
notice of the time and place of the meetings of the said w4
board ot registry and inspectors, by the publication in
the official newspaper of the city of Milwaukee; and it
shall ulso be the duty ot the said city clerk to pre-
pare and turnish to the inspectors, the blanks for the
affidavits mentioned in section seven of this act.

SecTioN 15. This act shall take effect and be in
force trom and after July 1, 1879.
