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licensed and empowered to build, keep up, erect and
maintain a dam in and across the Yellow river, in Wood
county, Wisconsin, on section thirty-four (84), in town-
ship twenty-three (23) north, of range three (3) east,
between the east and the west banks of said river, and
upon any certain premises owned by the said parties in
said section, at any place upon their said premises
which they may deem most convenient: provided, that
said dam shall not exceed the height of ten (10) feet,
and that the backwater thereby created shall not stand
or be upon the premises of any other party or parties,
and that said dam shall be so constructed as not to
impede the running of timber or logs down said river
and over said dam: and further provided, that a slide
shall be constructed in said dam at least three (3) feet
below the general height thereof, and at least thirty
(30) feet in width, and whenever logs or timber are
running, or whenever any person or persons shall de-
sire to run such logs or timber over said dawn, that said
slide shall be open and unobstructed ; provide suitable
booms to said slide in dam to facilitate the driving of
logs over gaid dam.
