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under the provisions of this chapter, as for similar ser-
vices in other cases in said court ; said fees, costs and 
expenses shall be apportioned equally upon the several 
parcels of lands concerning which said notice or no-
tices were published and said proceedings taken. 

SECTION 3. All acts or parts of acts contravening 
the provisions of this act are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 160. 
AN ACT to provide for the election of the president, secretary 

and treasurer of the Plymouth farmers' tire insurance associ-
ation.
